The aim of these meetings is the bridging of Arts and Culture between U.K. and Japan through the special open discussion programme of "Two Meetings for the Arts" to be held at ZAIM, Yokohama on 29th and 30th March. We place a high priority on encouraging systems of support for new arts and on strengthening networks among alternative art organisations       around the world. Colin Guillemet, a member of PILOT based in London is going to discuss a new art archive project called "Live Archive", and participate in an open discussion on presentations given by new artists wanting to be more visible on an international level.

The First Meeting for building new styles of living art archives 

In the first meeting, London based organization PILOT which holds Live Archives for artists and curators will join a discussion about the possibilities of art Archives. PILOT documents portfolios of artists which are often not represented in commercial galleries; Yokohama- based Art Autonomy Network [AAN] also collects portfolios of alternative art from small-scale organizations and young artists, aiming to function as a central network for these artists. Through an art archive with originality, we hope to come up with a new methodology for art support.

The Second Meeting for the promotion of new artists who wish to work on an international level.

The second meeting aims to broaden the opportunities of artist activities by holding a public presentation with curators and visitors, in which artists can talk about their portfolio and artwork. Artists will be able to re-identify their own artwork through other peoples' viewpoint, while also building on their presentation skills. In addition, artists will have the chance to  learn more about starting an international career through constructive communication with the curators. With this meeting in ZAIM, artists can submit their new portfolio to AAN. Visitors who normally can only communicate with artists through the appreciation of their artwork can take this opportunity to talk with the artists directly, so as to have a deeper understanding of contemporary art.

 ++What is AAN?

The Art Autonomy Network [AAN] was founded in Japan in 2005 to support alternative art organizations and individuals in presenting small-scale but significant art activities in various art fields. AAN seeks to support activities that are often not represented in major institutions such as museums and commercial galleries. In fostering an art archive featuring art documentation and information materials of art organizations, AAN hopes to enhance the cultural exchanges and initiate and facilitate networks among participating organizations in both Japan and overseas. AAN encourages organizations and individuals to develop art that contributes to new progressive art environments in Japan whilst also considering the global art context. "Art Autonomy" represents a cultural movement whereby institutions organize themselves independently from established structures. AAN intends to establish a flexible network through our resources to strengthen the international exchanges among autonomous art organizations. 

++What is PILOT?

PILOT, founded in 2004, is an independent not-for-profit initiative led by artists and independent curators, that provides an ongoing support network and annual large-scale international forum for emerging artists who do not have commercial representation. One hundred prominent and emerging curators, critics, artists and collectors are asked to nominate one artist who is not represented commercially. Members of PILOT are Colin Guillemet (artist), Doriane Laithier (designer), Elizabeth McAlpine (artist), Matthew Poole (freelance curator) and Karine Pradier (artist). London Frieze Art Fair,  Madrid ARCO 07 and La Biennale di Venezia 2007 are major successful portfolio exhibitions alongside which PILOT has been featured.

Colin Guillemet 
(PILOT: co-director, Nominators and artists Research and Liaison/ project development) 
Colin Guillemet is an artist currently based in London. After graduating with an MA from the Royal College of Art in 2003, he co-founded PILOT: in 2004. He is currently undertaking a research on the nature of art, opposing the economics at play and generative linguistics.

His work has been shown widely in Europe.
Akira Tatehata (Director of The National Museum of Art, Osaka)

Before assuming his current position in 2005, Akira Tatehata was a professor at Tama Art University, Tokyo. Specializing in the study of modern and contemporary art, he previously served for fifteen years as the Curator of The National Museum of Art, Osaka. Tatehata was the Artistic Director for the 2001 Yokohama Triennale and the Japanese Commissioner for the 1990 and 1993 La Biennale di Venezia. His overseas activities include a period as visiting scholar at Columbia University between 2002 and 2003. Also active as a poet, he was awarded the Takami Jun Prize for his work Reido no Inu in 2005 and the Rekitei New Poet Prize for Yohaku no Runner (Runners in the Margins) in 1991.

Assistant Curator of Hokkaido Museum of Modern Art (Sapporo, 1982-88), and Curator of Yokohama Museum of Art, Yokohama, Japan (1988-99), and currently Chief Curator of Yokohama Museum of Art, Yokohama, Japan since 2000. Selected Exhibitions as curator at Yokohama Museum of Art and guest curator: " IDOL" (2006),"2nd Yokohama Triennale 2005" as a curator, "Nonsect Radical-Contemporary Japanese Art-" (2004), "Black Out" - Japanese Contemporary Photography (cat. 2005) at Yokohama Museum of Art.

Born in 1971.
